Notice of Race and Entry Forms

The Notice of Race and Entry Forms will be distributed online (www.travemuender-woche.net) by the LYC. Special points in the notice of race, which only concern canoe sailing will be distributed at the registration. Every sailor has to enter his form personally to the LYC. In accordance with ICF Canoe Sailing Rules, all entries must be made through National Federations.

All canoes and sails must be fully measured prior to the event (you are advised to make particular advance checks on items which may be difficult for you to correct during the Championship, e.g. seat weight).

There will be separate racing for standard International Canoes (ICs) and asymmetric spinnaker-fitted International Canoes (ACs) if there are at least 15 to 20 boats in each division. 

Accommodation and boat park
There will be a quiet campsite (Mövenstein, No. 7 in the following map) within walking distance but out of the trouble of the fair with space for tents, campers, cars, etc… Booking has to be made with your entry form to the LYC. Because there will be about 2000 sailors in Travemünde at that time, you have to hurry, when you are looking for other accommodation than camping.
The boats will be placed on the beach (Nordermole, No. 6 in the following map) together with the skiff classes. The area will be guarded.
